Day 1 * San José, Costa Rica

Welcome to the “rich coast”, friendly land of democracy and rare natural beauty. During your
Costa Rica vacation, you'll see exotic birds, view volcanoes, soak in hot springs, hike in a jungle
rainforest, enjoy a wildlife river cruise, and stay three-nights at one of the most beautiful beaches
in Costa Rica.

Day 2 « Sarchi, Coffee Plantation

This morning, a brief sightseeing drive of San Jose. See the Plaza de La Cultura, Central Park
and the National Theater. Then, head through Costa Rica's Central Valley. Stop at the artisan
village of Sarchi, nestled on the slopes of the Central Mountain Range. Here you can shop for
colorful, traditional Costa Rican handicrafts. Visit an oxcart factory, where oxcarts are hand-
painted with elaborate designs. Considered the national symbol of Costa Rica, oxcarts were
historically used for the transport of coffee beans. Continue through Costa Rica's coffee growing
region. Lunch. Enjoy a guided tour at a coffee plantation and sample locally grown coffee. Costa
Rica's climate and rich volcanic soil help produce exceptional coffee. Visit a butterfly garden.
Then, return to Costa Rica's capital, San José. Enjoy dinner.
