It overlooks Lake Winnipesaukee and the Ossipee Mountains from a rocky outcropping of Lee Mountain 

formerly known as "The Crow's Nest".  We return to the hotel to freshen up before dinner.  Dinner is served this evening 

at a local restaurant.
