Upon arrival in Vienna, enjoy a panoramic tour of the city that begins with a
drive along the Ringstrasse, Vienna's main boulevard, to view Hofburg Palace, the Opera House,
the monument of Empress Maria Theresia, Votive Church, City Hall, Parliament, St. Charles'
Church, the monument of Johann Strauss, the Museum of Art History, the Natural History
Museum, and Musikverein, the music hall of the Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra. Afterwards,
continue to magnificent Schonbrunn Palace for a highlight tour. Tonight, don't miss

the optional evening of Viennese culture in the "City of Music" featuring the classical
masterpieces of Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart and Johann Strauss, two of Vienna's most famous
citizens
